Battery Installation (batteries not included)
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I. On the base of the scale, gently remove 2.Insert 4 x AAA batteries into the compartment

the battery cover as per the arrow direction.

3. After inserting the batteries, replace the
battery cover and push cover backward.

Using Your Scale

I Place the scale on a solid, level surface.

NOTE: If the scale is placed on a soft surface,
such as a carpet or an uneven floor, the
results may be inaccurate or an error
message may occur,
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2. Gently step onto the scale and the unit will
automatically turn on. Once a steady
reading is taken, the display will lock and flash

the final weight.
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3. The scale will automatically shut off after

8 seconds.
