Modes of connection

Depending on the connectors available on your external display, you can connect the display to the Thunderbolt 4 (USB-C) ports
or HDMI port on your computer using:

e HDMI cable

e Thunderbolt 4 cables, adapters, or docking stations

e USB-C cables, adapters, or docking stations

@ NOTE: To experience the full resolution supported by your external displays, use appropriate cables. For example, use
DisplayPort or HDMI cables for 4K and above resolution.

NOTE: USB-C or Thunderbolt docking stations can be used to connect external displays to the computer using a single
USB-C cable, while charging the computer.

Displays section.

Click the ellipsis (...) at the upper right corner of your primary display, then click Mirror > Display 2.
Click the ellipsis (...) at the upper right corner of display 2, then click Make Display Primary.
Click the ellipsis (...) at the upper right corner of your computer display, then click Disable.

Troubleshooting

The display output resolution cannot reach 4K@60 Hz while connecting
the display monitor with a HDMI-to-DP or DP-to-HDMI dongle from the
docking station to the computer

Question

When | connect a display monitor to the computer using an HDMI-to-DP or DP-to-HDMI dongle from a Dell WD19/WD22
Thunderbolt docking station, the display output resolution cannot reach 4K@60 Hz (only 4K@30 Hz).

Cause

This is due to a hardware limitation while connecting dongles to the Dell WD19/WD22 (Limited Graphic bandwidth) Thunderbolt
docking station.

Workaround

Connect the monitor directly to the HDMI or DP ports on the Thunderbolt docking station.
